* Smart Cities: Exchange best practices and lessons learnt on smart cities
development with a focus on IT application, traffic management and
public service management.

* Green Space: In the sub-district Pisang Utara in the inner city of Makassar,
the city council has embarked on a Green Space City Area to improve the
environment for the community. Seville has experience in waste and
water management, offering environ-mentally sustainable solutions,
including sewage & water management.

* Waste Management: Most of Makassar’s waste goes into the landfill site
of Tamangapa on the outskirts of the city. The site has reached its capacity
and lacks modern facilities to sort, recycle and process waste. Existing
Waste Management Systems need to be up-graded.
