Federal, State and Local Policy Incentives Designed To Crowd In Private Investment: bonding ability, loans and grants used as better financing terms – Incremental funding
Opportunity Zones (tool used as a catalyst of investments in distressed areas) entail temporary deferral of taxes (on capital gains)
Historic Tax Credits (subsidy to finance the rehabilitation of historic buildings with a 20 percent tax credit for qualified expenditures)
River Edge Redevelopment Zone (2007, boundaries expanded in 2020, sales tax exemption and property tax abatement)
Tax Increment Financing Districts (municipality becomes a partner in the redevelopment)
